Standing Rules

( September 12, 2019)
ARTICLE I

(Name)

The name of this chapter is Chi Chapter, North Carolina State Organization, The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International, hereafter known as Chi Chapter. 

ARTICLE II

(Mission)

The purposes of Chi Chapter shall be the seven purposes of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International and those of the North Carolina State Organization. In addition, the chapter will seek to make Chi Chapter more visible and influential in educational endeavors on a nonpartisan basis. 

ARTICLE III

(Organization)

Written chapter rules shall be consistent with and the business of the chapter shall be conducted in a manner that is consistent with the Constitution and the North Carolina State Organization Bylaws. Chi Chapter shall participate in the High Point Coordinating Council with two other chapters, Beta Omicron and Beta Xi, and shall be represented on the North Carolina State Organization Executive Board. 

ARTICLE IV

(Finances)

Financial matters of Chi Chapter shall be in accordance with the Constitution, Article IV, International Standing Rules, and the North Carolina State Organization Bylaws. The membership year is July 1 through June 30.
A. Chi Chapter Dues 

1. Annual dues shall be $85.00 for active members, $35.00 for reserve 

 
      members, and $25.00 for collegiate members, payable between July 1 
                   and October 31. Membership shall be terminated by resignation, non- 

                   payment of dues on July 1, or death. 


2. Dues shall be distributed by the chapter treasurer as follows:

The amount includes state dues ($15.00 for active, 2.00 for reserve, and $5.00 for collegiate), plus one dollar from each active and reserve member for a scholarship fee,  and international dues ($40.00 for active, $20.00 for reserve and collegiate.)   The membership can determine chapter dues for collegiate membership, if any.

3. Any proposal to change the amount of chapter dues and fees shall require 


     a quorum being present.
B. Chi Chapter budget 


1. The budget shall be developed annually by the president, treasurer, and  

chairman of the finance committee. The budget shall be approved by the Executive Board and by chapter vote.
2. The regular items included in the budget annually shall be: 


a. scholarship fees 



b. supplies, postage, and materials 



c. meeting expenses 



d. state scholarship fund assessment 



e. state headquarters fund 



f. local scholarships (mini-grants within chapter and grant-in-aid 



     fund) 



g. conference/travel allowance for chapter president  


h. World Fellowship contribution  

3. A miscellaneous operational item of an amount as needed shall be 

included to cover unexpected expenses. Those expenses may include:   


a. memorials for deceased members 



b. cards sent to members who are ill or unable to attend 



c. miscellaneous expenses incurred relating to members and 



    meetings 



d. purchase of chapter president’s pin 


4. Expenditures made by the chapter treasurer shall be subject to the 


     approval of the chapter president prior to payment and shall be reported 
    
     to the membership at each meeting. 


5. At the end of each year the finance committee shall review the financial 


     records. 


6.  Special funds and/or awards may be created by the executive board and 
  
      approved by the membership.

ARTICLE V

(Membership)

Membership in Chi Chapter shall be governed by the Constitution, Article III, B.1,2, 3,4.C.1,2.
A. Membership shall be by invitation only. Inducted chapter members shall
             become members of state organization and international society.   Chi   

             Chapter shall serve the areas of High Point City, Thomasville City, Southern 

             Guilford County and Northeastern Davidson County.
       B.  Active members and/or honorary members shall be elected annually at 
              the February meeting of the chapter. 

C.  Active membership shall be women who are or have been employed as professional educators at the time of their election.  They will be actively engaged in chapter activities.  
       D.  Reserve membership shall be limited to members who are retired from 

              educational work and are unable to participate in the activities of the  

              chapter because of physical disability. A member must request reserve  

              status from the chapter in writing. The membership will vote to grant 
              reserve status (by a majority vote of the quorum).  A reserve member, so 

              requesting, may be restored to active membership. 
      E. Honorary membership shall be limited to women who are not eligible for 

      active membership but who have rendered notable service to education or 
      to women that is of local significance to the chapter area. 
      F.  Collegiate members (Constitution, Article III.B.4) shall be undergraduate or  

      graduate students who meet the following criteria:


1. Undergraduate student collegiate members shall

a.  Be enrolled in an institution offering an education degree and have 
      the intent to continue academically and professionally in the field 
      of education, and

b.  be enrolled within the last two years of their undergraduate     

     degree.

2.  Graduate student collegiate members shall have graduate standing in an  

       institution offering an education degree and have the intent to continue 

       academically and professionally in the field of education.

3.  Collegiate members may participate in the activities of the Society, except 

      holding an elective office.  However, they may serve as Parliamentarian   

      since a parliamentarian is not an elected office.

4.  If a collegiate member does not pursue a career as an educator, her 

      membership will expire upon graduation or withdrawal from the

      education degree program.

5.  When a collegiate member starts her career as a paid educator, she will 

      pay active member dues and become an active member.

      G. Termination of membership
1. Termination of membership shall be for failure to pay chapter dues and fees by June 30 of the chapter year. (For the first year only members shall be notified in writing until October 1, 2019, before being dropped from the chapter roll. )
2. By mid-June, the chapter treasurer shall notify the individual members by electronic or postal mail that her dues should be paid by June 30 in order to retain membership.

3. The chapter shall record in the chapter minutes the name of each member terminated, including the reason and date of termination.

4. The chapter treasurer shall report to the state treasurer a 


     record of all memberships terminated, including dates and reasons 
 
         for termination. 

5. All letters of resignation shall be filed with the chapter records. 

       H. 
 Transfer of Membership - A member in good standing may be transferred 
              from one unit to another upon application to the International  

              Headquarters.
I.  Reinstatement of Membership   
1.  Reinstatement shall be in accordance with the Constitution, Article III.    Section F and Article IV. Sections F and G.  A former member shall be reinstated to membership upon request to the chapter and after payment of current dues.  
2. The treasurer shall notify the state executive secretary when a   

 former member has been reinstated. 
        J.   New Members 

1. The Chapter Member Application shall be available at each chapter meeting; shall be completed by the sponsor and signed by the nominee and returned to the membership chairman by the February meeting, be reviewed and presented to the chapter members. 

2. Voting for prospective members will occur at the February meeting. The general membership will vote by written ballot, and a new 


    member shall be elected by a quorum being present. 

3. The Coordinating Council representatives shall report nominations. If 
        more than one chapter wishes to invite the same person, predetermined 
        prioritized system is used to ascertain which chapter may issue the 
        invitation. 

4. New members will receive a written invitation from the chapter and will indicate in writing to the chapter president their acceptance to membership. 

5. Under the direction of the Coordinating Council Chairman, the Council in March shall plan and implement a joint orientation of the prospective members of the three chapters. 


6. An induction ceremony for new members of the three chapters 


    shall be held at the spring banquet, under the direction of the 



    Coordinating Council Chairman. An individual becomes a member of the 

                 Society when she pays her dues.
7. For membership or reinstatement between July 1 and December 31, the
    member shall pay the induction fee (new members), dues and scholarship 
    fee for the current year.  On and after January 1, the member shall pay 
    one-half the international membership dues. Chapter and state dues may 
    also be pro-rated as determined by the chapter and state.  The chapter 

    retains the induction fee of $7.50.
ARTICLE VI

(Officers and Related Personnel)

The duties of the officers shall be consistent with those listed in the Constitution, Article VI. 

A. The Nominations Committee of Chi Chapter shall present biennially in
      even-numbered years one nominee for each of the following offices: 
President, Vice-President, Secretary, plus the option of a Second Vice-
 
 President and/or a Corresponding Secretary. 
B.  Election shall be held at the March meeting of even-numbered years. The 
president shall send the names and addresses of all new officers to the North Carolina State Organization Executive Secretary. 

C.  As soon as the newly-elected president has appointed committees to serve
      during the biennium, she shall send a list of standing committee chairmen, 
      with their addresses to the state executive secretary. 

D. The treasurer shall be selected by the executive board at the first meeting 
 
      of the biennium and may serve on a continuing basis. 

E. The parliamentarian shall be appointed by the newly-elected president 
      and may serve on a continuing basis. 

F. The chapter president shall fill by appointment all vacancies in office. 

G. Duties of Officers - In Chi Chapter 

1. The president shall 

             a. preside at the executive board and chapter meetings.



b. serve, along with the immediate past president and one member of 
                               the chapter, as delegate to the High Point Coordinating Council. 


c. serve as a member of the North Carolina State Executive Board



d. maintain the chapter scrapbook and collect information to 



     be included. 

3. The vice-president will be in charge of planning and arranging programs and special activities and will serve as chairman of the Educational Excellence Committee. 
             3. The secretary will take minutes of all scheduled business meetings  

                   and submit those to the chapter president for review and the  
                   newsletter editor for publication. The minutes will be voted on in the 
                   next business meeting.

              4. The treasurer shall be responsible for receipt and disbursement of all 
                   chapter funds.  The chapter president, treasurer and finance committee 
                   chair will meet annually to create the chapter budget to present to the
                   chapter membership for approval. 
The chapter treasurer will maintain 

                   an accurate and current membership roster.
              5. The parliamentarian shall be responsible for maintaining and ensuring
                    that Robert’s Rules are followed during business meetings. 


     
ARTICLE VII

(Executive Board)

A. The members of the Chi Chapter Executive Board shall be the elected officers, 
      the immediate past president, the treasurer, the parliamentarian and the 
      committee chairmen. The parliamentarian is ex officio “without vote.”  The 
      treasurer is ex officio “with vote.” 

B. The duties of the executive board shall follow those outlined in the Constitution, 
      Article VII. 

C. The executive board shall meet at least twice annually. The board may meet at 
      other times upon the call of the president. 

D. A quorum shall be a majority of the voting members of the board. 

ARTICLE VIII

(Committees)
A.Standing Committees shall be:   
                1.  Society Business
                             a. Communication and Marketing Committee
                             b. Finance Committee
                2.  Society Mission and Purposes - Educational Excellence Committee
                             a.  Beginning Teacher Support
                             b.  Educational Law and Policy  
                             c.  Global Awareness (Schools for Africa)
                             d.  Impacting Personal and Professional Pride
                             e.  Leadership Development
                             f.  Membership/Expansion
                             g.  Scholarship/Grants
B. The president shall appoint all standing committee members and chairmen and 
      shall serve as member ex officio on all committees except Nominations.
C.  Chi Chapter committees shall function in accordance with the Constitution, 
      Article VIII, the North Carolina State Organization Bylaws, and the Go-To Guide 
      of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International, latest edition.  Reports
      requested shall be submitted in the format specified by Society Headquarters.
D. Vacancies that occur shall be filled by presidential appointment. 

E.The president shall appoint ad hoc committees, as needed. 

F.  In Chi Chapter
                  1. The Nominations Committee shall be an ad hoc committee appointed by
                       the incoming president and shall present its report for action at the 
                       March meeting in even-numbered years. 


     2. The Communication and Marketing Committee shall be responsible for  

                        up-dating the chapter directory on odd numbered years, for publishing 
                        a new directory on even-numbered year, publishing the chapter 

                        media, maintaining the chapter website, and submitting information 
                        to local newspapers. 


      3. The Educational Excellence Committee is chaired by the Vice-


            President and shall plan and present programs at the September, 

            February, and March meetings. Program topics shall follow the 


             international program theme, include opportunities for growth, 


both personally and professionally, and provide information on 


legislative issues. 

       4.  World Fellowship Representative shall be appointed by the                                                                                  


 incoming president.
                    5.  The Scholarship Committee shall select in October the recipients  

                           of Chi Chapter mini-grants. In the spring the chairman or designee 
                           will represent Chi Chapter to select (with representatives from
                           Beta Omicron and Beta Xi) the recipient of the Alice Armfield 


              Grant-in-Aid. 

ARTICLE IX

(Meetings)

A.Attendance 

1. Chi Chapter shall hold at least four business meetings per year in 

            September, October, December, February, and March. 


       2. A joint meeting in October and a joint induction ceremony for new 

            members shall be held at a banquet in the spring by and for the 


             three chapters of the High Point Coordinating Council: Chi, Beta 


Omicron, and Beta Xi. The responsibility for the preparation of 


             these two occasions shall be set by a predetermined rotational basis 

             within the Standing Rules of the High Point Coordinating Council. 

B. Quorum - For the purpose of conducting the chapter’s business, a quorum shall 
      consist of ten (10) members.
C.  The chapter may meet through electronic communication as long the members
      may simultaneously hear one another and participate during the meeting.
D.  Matters needing immediate action may be voted upon by mail or electronically. 

       A majority vote of chapter members is required for this action.  Ratification of 

       mail voting must be made at the next face-to-face meeting.  There shall be no 

       proxy voting.

ARTICLE X

(Activities)

A. The Chi Chapter Newsletter, Keynotes for Chi, shall be published and

      distributed to the membership prior to the September, October, December, 
      February, March, and April meetings. A final newsletter shall be sent in May. 

      The president approves of all publications before distribution.  Other
       communications may be published and distributed, as needed. 

B.  Members shall be encouraged to wear the key pin the first Monday of 
      each month. 

C.Purchase of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International pins 


        1. The chapter president’s pin shall be ordered by the treasurer and 

             presented to the president at the spring installation ceremony. 


        2. Following the chapter orientation meeting the treasurer shall order 

             new members’ pins. Prior to induction new active members shall 

             pay an amount to cover the induction fee (International, the North   

                          Carolina State Organization, Chi Chapter) and the cost of the pin.
                          Collegiate members are not required to pay an induction fee or a 

                          scholarship fee.


        3. The disposition of pins returned to the chapter by the families of 


 deceased members shall be the responsibility of the executive board. 
D. The chapter president or her designee shall write a memorial tribute following 
      the death of a Chi Chapter member. This tribute shall be read at a chapter 
      meeting and sent to the North Carolina State Organization Membership 
      Chairman to be included in the Book of Remembrance. 

E. The chapter president or her designee shall send a written note to members who

     are hospitalized or in case of a death in the family. 

ARTICLE XI

(Dissolution)

A.Before Chi is dissolved, the approval of the North Carolina State Organization

      must be obtained. 

B. Careful consideration shall be given to the manner in which those desiring to 
      maintain membership transfer to other chapters.   International procedures 
      shall be followed. 

C.Any remaining funds in the chapter account shall be sent to the North Carolina 

       State Organization treasurer.
D. The chapter’s paraphernalia, the Society’s publications and the chapter records 
       shall be retained in the North Carolina State Organization archives and made 
       available for use.

E.The charter must be returned to the North Carolina State Organization to be 
 forwarded to International Headquarters. 

F. The North Carolina State Organization Executive Board shall decide whether the 
         Greek name shall be reused or not. 
ARTICLE XII

(Parliamentary Authority)

Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised (current edition) is designated for the governance of the chapter in all instances in which the authority is not inconsistent with the Constitution or other adopted Society rules. 

ARTICLE XIII

(Amendments)

A. The executive board shall review the standing rules at least once during the 
      biennium. 

B. Individual rules may be considered at any regular business meeting. 

     The Rules Committee is authorized to make any changes necessary to bring Chi  

     Chapter Rules into compliance with amendments to the International 

     Constitution and Standing Rules. 

C. Chi Chapter Standing Rules may be amended or rescinded by a quorum being 
      present. 

D. The membership shall be notified in writing of any changes.
